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In 2014 the Concept of State Youth Policy was confirmed in which “the youth
worker” was defined as a subject of State Youth Policy. During the public
discussions on the draft of the concept the Youth Studies Institute brought out the
key points that needed further research. The expectations from the youth work
and youth worker, the approaches of major framework for activity, the nature
of youth work were those in regard. Furthermore, the regulation of youth work
is planned to be elaborated which requires not only the study of international
experience but also the acknowledgement of the existing preconditions of the

Armenian reality that could contribute to the establishment of the institute.

Considering all this, the Youth Studies Institute, with the support of the Ministry
of Sport and Youth Affairs, carried out the ‘Research on youth work and youth
workers’. The research presents the current state and perspectives of youth work
based on the understanding and assessments of the same sector representatives.
The analysis of the results has the effect on the concepts about the definitions of
the youth work and youth workers, the expectations of different representatives
about youth work, and it also presents the organizations dealing with youth

work in Armenia.

The analysis also represents the bases that currently exist for institutionalizing
youth work in Armenia. While reading the report, it is of vital importance to
understand that it is the first comprehensive research on youth work in the
Republic of Armenia and it is the first attempt to represent and comprehend the
mechanisms ensuring the functioning, establishment, realization and continuity
of comprehensive youth work in our country. We are of the opinion that this
research can be considered to be a good basis for further more detailed studies

and decisions.

Definition of Youth Work by Representatives of the Youth
Sphere in Armenia

According to the Concept of RA State Youth Policy (N54 Protocol Decision of the
RA Government adopted at the session of December 25, 2014), the youth work that
is included in the definition of the concept of youth worker is defined as follows:
“Youth work is an activity that is conducted with the youth and youth groups or
it is a type of activity that is aimed at giving solutions to the key problems of the
youth.

One of the issues suggested in the scope of the study was to find out how do the
separate interested parties of the youth sector perceive the youth work. Although
there are numerous definitions of youth work in the international practice,
their translations and applications in Armenia would be incomplete unless the
opinions of the outstanding individuals of the sector and opinions of the experts
are regarded. We have requested to all the participants of the research to define
the youth work in their own words. Summing up the suggested versions one can

define youth work as follows.

Youth work is a form of activity that is aimed at engaging the youth
into the works of finding solutions to the key problems and needs
of the youth conducted by the youth NGOs, youth groups and other
organizations and subjects that deal with youth issues thus advantaging
their personal, educational, professional growth and promoting their
participation in civil, socio-economic, cultural, religious and political
spheres. Such a definition indicates the international values of the youth
work sphere, the existence and the healthy activity of the youth segment

as well as its involvement in social activities.

All the participants agreed upon the idea that youth work is a form of an activity that
is firstly aimed at the personal growth of the youth. Moreover, the experts mention
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that the tradition of youth work has started evolving in Armenia since the years of
the Soviet Union, nevertheless that work denoted exchange of politicized thinking
and reproduction that was being conducted both at schools and in the families.
Although nowadays youth work differs in its nature significantly compared to the
youth work in the Soviet years, the representatives as well as some experts are
concerned that the strict definition of youth work and the formation of the youth
work in Armenia will inevitably promote the politicization of the youth sector, in
other words the youth work may become politically-oriented and restricted from

the perspective of choosing its objectives and implementing its programs.
Quotation 1. From the Interview with the Experts

“...today everything is the outcome of the fairly chaotic situation of our
public sector, as it needs state support not a support from the political
parties but a real neutral state support. Today there are institutions which
have sufficient experience and can support the state in some of its spheres
because the public sector is not against the state and it is to raise the needs
of the state, whereas the problems of the state are due to the fact that our
general public sector is dependent on outside donors”.

According to the experts, youth work starts where the youth are with their vision
and interests of the world and life. However, youth work suggests new experiences
and challenges as well, thus promoting the growth of abilities and excitement of
the youth.

Oujectives of Youth Work According to the Specialists
of the Sphere

Often the participants of a research are not able to define the concept of youth
work, however they present youth work in terms of its framework of activities
therefore youth work will often be presented in the context of activities of youth
worker in this report. Summing up the opinions of the participants the following
objectives of youth work can be differentiated

1. The purpose of youth work is to create opportunities for the youth to gain and

develop their skills.

2. Create a productive atmosphere for the youth so that they can show their



abilities, discover and establish themselves and integrate into the society.
Insure the constant engagement and participation of the youth into the process
of overcoming their problems, the problems of other young people as well as
in the solution of other existing issues of the public sector.

Provide the youth with the opportunity to actively participate in the
development, management and implementation stages of the projects by a
particular organization and through non-formal education. Give a chance to
the youth to make decisions and learn to take charge of their own choices.
Create a favorable educational environment (formal or non-formal) which
will teach the youth how to conduct youth work and how to transfer their
knowledge and skills to the young people who are not directly participating in
youth work.

Increase the productiveness of the personal activity of the youth due to
developing their ability of achieving their own choices.

Teach the youth the methods of expanding their knowledge and their abilities
to realize the problems they may encounter in their lives.

Teach how to make use of services and information in the process of making

wise decisions in their lives.

Main Directions of Youth Work Activities and Subjects
of Youth Work

Referring to the directions of activities of youth work, it is worth mentioning

that the nature of its activities differs depending on the type of the youth

organization. In the scope of the study the typology of the youth institutions has

been performed according to the form of the organization. The following groups

have been differentiated.

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Mechanisms of Implementation of Youth Work in Armenia

The results of the research showed that the youth work in Armenia is often
implemented through organizing courses, seminars, meetings, discussions,
consultations and scientific conferences which is also confirmed by the results
of the research on “’Mapping of Youth Organizations’” when it comes to the

main activities carried out by youth NGOs. 77|

Figure 2. Main Activities Carried Out by Youth NGOs
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In compliance with the results of the research the activity of the youth work is

conducted through the following formats:

® Short-term and long-term courses aimed at developing the personal and
professional skills of the youth.

e Arrangement of meetings and events

o Informational activity such as distributing informational flyers, disseminating
information and materials through the internet and mass media.

e Advisory activity which assumes support to the youth in finding solutions to

their problems.
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Tarqet Group of the Youth Work Performed in the Sphere

According to the judgments of the experts which were also confirmed within
the scope of group discussions, the major target group for youth work includes
the youth living in the cities who already have or are in the process of gaining
professional education and who are under 25. It is also interesting that according
to the assessments of the specialists in Armenia more girls are engaged in youth
work than boys.

It can be concluded that some groups are less involved in the youth work than

others:

® The Youth in rural communities or regional cities are less involved in the
programs

® The youth aged 25-30 years old

® The youth with no professional education

o Itis also interesting that according to the judgments of the specialists a
greater number of girls are involved in the youth works in Armenia than

boys. The approximate ratio of girls to boys is 60/40.

The components of @ Youth Worker image

It seems that the typical qualities of a youth worker particularly must not
be distinguished from the informal rules which operate in other working
environments, but the study results showed that those qualities are unique, for

example:
Quotation 2. From the interview with the key informant

“It is necessary to possess three qualities for being an effective youth

worker: good listening skills, good sense of humor and endless patience”.

The ability of young people to communicate effectively is believed to be the

key to all sectors.

Personal and Professional Qualities of the Youth Worker

Youth workers mostly share the same views about personal qualities, however,
there are some differences related to the professional qualifications which, first

of all, are driven by sectoral differences.

Many of these skills such as communication and team working skills are
emphasized by employers, while the personal and social qualities such as
self-knowledge, problem-solving ability and negotiation ability increase the

likelihood of young people for a successful transition to adult life.

Youth workers are to follow a number of ethical norms from which the study

participants singled out the following:

peer-to-peer approach: Youth workers are to work with the young as

equals, not as a subordinated one which is more vulnerable;
privacy protection: Youth workers should ensure the confidentiality of
information obtained from the young;

individual approach: Working with the young youth workers, first of all,
should be aware of the real needs, problems of each young person and work

with them, taking those problems into consideration in order to solve them.



Status of the Youth Worker

The youth workers who have taken part in this research point out that there
is no procedure for dissemination of information, employment. Young worker
activities are perceived by the research participants to be a job even if in
minimum salary. Probably the participants believe that in this way it is possible
to ensure the stable and continuous work of the youth worker.

Youth work organizations engage youth workers in employment or membership
form. The chart below presents the current sources and procedures of information
dissemination about the employment or membership opportunities.

Functions of the Youth Worker

The difference between the functions carried out by youth workers is mainly
due to the sectoral peculiarities of the youth organization or specific program
implementation. However, taking into account the fact that irrespective of
the direction the project is going through the same stages (program design,
organization, implementation, review / evaluation), Youth NGO functions have
a lot of similarities. Particularly, one of the experts has stressed the importance
of the following functions.

Quotation 3. From an expert interview

“There may be an organizer, in the role of a mentor and a trainer. Youth

work is a broad concept.

A youth worker is required to understand the behavior of young people, to
study, to identify the needs of the young and create an open framework for

communicating, asking the questions with “why”.

The experts have also stressed the importance of youth work, the liaison function

between state institutions and the young.
Quotation 4. From an expert interview

“Youth work leads, sets standards, provides support, provides connection
between state bodies and individuals. The sectors are various and so the
functions are changing, as well. This is what makes it difficult to give a

precise definition.

The functions of ensuring interpersonal communication and a favorable

environment of self-expression have been stressed by youth workers.

Quotation 5. From an expert interview

“At this moment I would say that youth work is to satisfy the needs of
the young to express very wide variety of topics: human rights, ecology,
intercultural that is the need of the young to express themselves on various
issues...today a lot of young people have a great need of communication
and do not have appropriate places, hence, youth work is aimed at
ensuring those contact places for them, and the second function is the civic

education”.

It is remarkable that the youth work functions are different according to the

regions. For example, for the young who work in regions far from the capital,

one of the primary functions of youth work is the organization of entertainment.

The young agree that

Quotation 6. From a FG discussion, Syunik

*“...The main functions of a youth worker is the organization of the leisure.
Youth work should also help the young in career guidance, stimulate their
potential and involvement in volunteer activities and in employment.
We need someone in the village who takes initiatives and brings others
together”.

youth workers carry out the following duties and functions:

part 3. PrEFRQUISITES and Prospects
of the Development of Youth
Work in the Republic of
Armenia

Lepal Basis for the Development of Youth Work in Armenia

In Armenia there are already prerequisites for the development of youth work.
Particularly, the existence of a legal basis is of great consideration- the Concept
of Youth Policy in the RA, which defines the concept of “youth worker”.
According to the field experts and representatives of youth organizations with
the next step of the development of youth work it is necessary to develop a
concept and an action plan aimed at increasing the level of youth participation.
The program should be based on real needs and demands of today’s youth,
including employment, career guidance, continuous development of professional
and personal qualities, development of skills of self-expression, which actually
coincides with the priorities of youth policy in the RA:

1) ”Promoting youth participation in the processes of political, economic and
cultural life”.

2) “Youth Employment and socio-economic problems.”

3) “Promoting healthy lifestyle among the young.”

4) “Development of youth cultural and spiritual values and patriotic education.”

5) “Continuing education and recognition of non-formal education.”
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Current Financial Basis for the Implementation
of Youth Work

As a rule, youth organizations mainly implement short-term financing
activities, which, according to youth workers, is one of the main challenges
in the development of youth work as it does not contribute to the stability and

continuity of the implementation of youth activities.

The dependence on a single source and funding grants does not allow Youth
NGOs to have flexibility, in terms of making their own expenses and solving

problems,
Quotation 7. From an interview with the key informant

“... Instead of program planning grant planning is done. ... We do not think
in large-scale projects. We are so accustomed to grant, episodic programs
... We do what the grant was initially announced for, strategic vision,

purpose, mission, is lost.

According to the experts and Youth NGO leaders, youth workers often are in
need of specialized programs for the implementation of youth work. Today
the situation is such that the same person who is experienced, has to perform
meanwhile several jobs: psychologist, economist, social worker or teacher
functions. As a highly specialized intellectual need for their organization, the
research participants point out the young participants working in narrow fields:
— Public administration,

— Sexual education,

— Information Technologies.

According to the research results, there is also a need for youth workers today,
who will work with the vulnerable groups of the young:

— youth with delinquent behavior

— youth with any form of dependence

— youth with limited opportunities for social inclusion

— returned migrant workers.



Professional and Ethical Requirements for the Youth Worker
and their Assessment ToolS

The experts that took part in the research mention, that before defining the
concept of youth work, first of all it is necessary to understand how it should
be considered in the context of youth policy: whether the youth workers should
be specialists having been educated or trained in the filed, or they can also be
specialists in other fields— psychologists, social workers, pedagogues and so
on. Currently no personal and professional requirements are applied for a youth
worker: people with different professions involved in the youth sphere as well
perform youth work. Nowadays there are also some training courses targeted
at acquiring professional skills by a youth worker. Those courses are mainly
directed at the development of trainer qualities, which are carried out within the

framework of both state funding programs and international programs.

According to experts, along with the traditional models of youth work teaching,
non traditional and more participatory models are necessary to be applied.

Quotation 8. Quotation from an expert interview

“The course is a part of the youth work, such as going to Tsaghkadzor
for the courses, having fun there and coming back, but the significant
part of the youth work is, so to say, out of office work (outreach), such as
identifying their needs, conduct training. One can also conduct the training
outdoors, for example, it is possible to play games in a certain community
or neighborhood for the young people to learn or benefit from it. One can
build long lasting relationships with them, and they grow gradually and

their behavior will be changed somehow”.

The experts also mention, that before thinking about the teaching methods and
training models, it is necessary to establish accredited experienced institutions,
which should be responsible for conducting the courses. Nowadays those
institutions in the RA are few. Particularly, there are institutions, that are

specialized in training trainers and coaches.

According to experts, it is necessary to create one educational space, where the
youth can acquire knowledge and skills required for youth work, and the youth

workers can be trained.
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According to experts, in the case of the development of the concept of youth
work, the main characteristics and requirements for youth work as a profession,

as well as ethics code of that profession should be clearly defined.

During the interviews the experts have singled out a number of personal and
professional requirements on which the concept and implementation of youth
work should be based.

Challenge to Identify the Boundaries

Some participants believe that the goals, problems and even the main activity
fields of the youth work need regulation and clarification and should be clearly
defined in the strategy of the state youth policy. Others, on the contrary, claim
that any regulation and any detailed description of youth work goals narrow the
activity framework and functions of youth workers and can seriously affect the

youth motivation of working in this field.
Challenge of Information Shortage

The youth work assessment tools are not clearly defined yet. The main challenge
connected with the youth work assessment is that there is no definite statistics on
the youth involvement of youth work beneficiaries. Moreover, those statistics
are poor in both local and state levels. Though youth NGOs have some idea on
how many young people take part in projects, those figures are approximate.
It’s necessary to take into consideration that the survey participants don’t often
differentiate the concepts of youth NGO member and youth work beneficiary.
Often, when a young person takes part in projects, the NGOs consider him a
member of the organization rather than a youth work beneficiary. Moreover, for
developing measurable indicators it’s necessary to take into consideration the
necessity of having continuous (at least annual) statistics about the following

quantitative indicators:

1. The youth involvement in the youth work

2. The youth membership in youth NGOs and other youth organizations
3. The number of the institutions engaged in youth work
4

. The number of the organizations engaged in youth work according to regions

and communities

It’s necessary to define the youth work beneficiaries for gathering statistics data
and, by identifying the projects and events related to the youth work, regularly
gather at least the numerical data of the youth participating in similar activities.
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Challenge of Retention and Continuity of the Impact of Youth Work
Results

The second problem related to the youth work assessment is the continuity and
stability of ongoing works. The projects don’t always keep their target group,

those target groups often change.
The same problem also concerns to educational, regional and other organizations.

Only in the case of conducting an extensive research, it is possible to gather

statistics in the following areas:

1. The number of the members registered in youth organizations, the number of

the youth enrolled in student, religious and political organizations,
2. The number of the youth involved in certain projects.

Challenge of Funding for the Field and for Continuous Projects

The funding opportunity stability of the field is an important factor for youth
work development. The direction, content and implementation projects of youth
work largely depend on the sources, which finance those works. As the field
representatives mention, state level planned strategic projects in the youth field
are needed and, in their own words, youth organizations need non- politicized

“pure state” financing.
Challenge of Inter-institutional Cooperation

The involvement of all the youth field actors and the relationship and cooperation
arrangement between them are important for the development and consolidation
of youth work. Taking into consideration the cross-sectoral character of the
youth field, the correlation between the youth work actors and the institutions
involved in youth relating fields are also to be defined. These fields also include

education, social security, health care and defense fields.

Challenge of Availability and Use of Youth Work Functioning Infrastructure

in Community

During group discussions organized in rural communities the youth have
mentioned, that they face the lack of resources during the implementation
of youth work. For solving that problem they believed, that a responsible



person can be appointed in the community, who will be authorized to use the
community infrastructures, have a space and the material and human resources

will be available for him.
Challenge of Integrity of the Activities in the Field

Though various activities in the sphere of youth work are constantly

implemented in Armenia, the interconnection between youth workers in the field | eo |
and the consistency of the activities are missing, which, according to experts,
sometimes leads to organizing simultaneous activities by different organization
on the same theme in the case when the cooperation would be beneficial to all
of them. And on the other hand, according to experts, planned strategic youth

work is missing in the republic.

opportunity to represent the approaches aimed at youth work development.

As we can see the above mentioned observations do not contradict one another,
on the contrary, they complement each other. The research suggests that the
field representatives are open to new information, are willing to cooperate with

one another and want to work under the support of the state.
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Conclusion 1: In most cases, when the organizers of local youth activities
and active participants took part in the group interviews conducted within the
framework of the research, participants were not familiar with the terms of

“youth work” and “youth worker”.

Recommendation 1: Overall, there is a need to spread information among the

representatives of the youth field about the essence and activities of youth work.

Conclusion 2: Being youth workers in their community, in some cases young
people found it difficult to speak about their needs as a youth worker, because,

in general, they were unaware of the essence and activities of youth work.

Recommendation 2: It is necessary to spread information about the image of
the youth worker and to specify when a particular person can be considered to
be a youth worker, what opportunities they have and which areas of activities

they can be involved in.

Conclusion 3: Community youth workers mentioned that poor communication
with state institutions is an impediment to the implementation of their activities,
since due to it they are not able to make use of state resources, for instance

exploitation of rooms or technological equipment in rural areas.

Recommendation 3: As a solution to this problem, young people mention the
appointment of a responsible person in the community, who will be empowered

to use state resources to support implementation of youth work.

Conclusion 4: The field representatives unanimously believe that NGOs stand
in need for regulation, interconnection, establishment of domestic and foreign
cooperation as well as for coordinated work aimed at public interest, which will
enable certain NGOs to lead a strategic policy regardless of the completion of

received short-term grant programs.

Recommendation 4: As a solution, NGO representatives anticipate state grants
on an annual basis which will cover the basic expenses of NGOs and will enable
them to implement constant activities through their own initiatives. Industry

Conclusion 5: The field representatives expressed their concern over the lack of

access to information on young people.

Recommendation 5: The field representatives highlight the importance of
inter-institutional / cross-sectoral cooperation at the state level for ensuring the

proper functioning of youth work.

Conclusion 6: Currently in Armenia youth work has a preliminary legal basis
for further development. Referring to the given definition of youth worker by

field representatives it should be noted that these definitions are not complete.

Recommendation 6: It is necessary to reconsider the common definition of
the youth worker, because it does not fully reflect the image, goals, values and
activities of the youth worker, as well as does not indicate the urgent need for
the existence of youth work in the country. Thus, there is a need to develop
a complete concept of youth work with its vision, objectives, importance,

evidence and pledge for future.

Conclusion 7: Research participants further promote the status of youth worker

to be a paid employee.

Recommendation 7: Nevertheless, considering the fact that volunteering plays
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a great role in youth work in many countries, following the development of
youth work in Armenia two types of youth workers will be specific to the field-

paid professionals and volunteer youth workers.

Conclusion 8: The field representatives describe youth work as the primary
activity of youth organizations implementing youth targeted grant programs and
those very organizations often take measures aimed at youth development that

do not require any funding.

Recommendation 8: In is necessary to consider all possible options for the
implementation of youth work such as independent youth workers, volunteers

not being involved in any youth organization.
